SIGNIFICANT DEFINED GOLD RESOURCES:

The Company’s flagship White Gold Project contains 
contains 1,203,000 oz Indicated at 2.12 g/t Au and 
1,116,600 oz Inferred at 1.42 g/t Au. The deposits remain 
open for expansion along strike and at depth, 
and additional increases to the size of the resource may 
also be possible newly identified targets in close 
proximity, resource block model optimization analysis, 
and by capturing additional ounces hosted within the 
Target for Further Exploration area, which hosts an 
additional estimated 10 – 12 million tonnes grading 
between 1 – 2 g/t Au. The project consists of four 
deposits in close proximity including the Golden Saddle, 
Arc, Ryan’s Surprise & VG deposits, all with potential for 
expansion along strike and at depth.

Exploration database on district-scale land package including large soil geochemical database (280,000+ 
samples) includes several large-scale critical minerals anomalies (Cu, Mo, W, Sb, Zn, Bi) which have been 
unevaluated and largely undrilled.
Underlying geology is prospective for several critical minerals, including copper, molybdenum, tungsten, 
antimony and bismuth.
Existing critical mineral targets include but are not limited to the Bridget, Isaac, Mascot, Aries, Mount Hart, 
and Guilder targets
Several of the Company’s critical mineral targets (Bridget, Isaac, Mascot) are located in the Dawson Range, 
an east-southeast trending mountain range which hosts several significant copper-gold porphyry deposits 
including the Casino deposit, the Minto Mine, and the Carmacks Project.

Middle to Late Cretaceous aged intrusions are prospective for porphyry deposits containing primary sources 
of copper, molybdenum ± tungsten.
Potential for antimony and bismuth as secondary metals also exists in several mineral deposit types on the 
properties including orogenic gold, intrusion-related gold, epithermal and porphyry (Bi) deposits.

VAST EXPLORATION POTENTIAL:

The Company’s innovative and systematic data-driven exploration strategy has produced multiple high-grade 
discoveries, including:

EXCITING EXPLORATION PIPELINE: Property package includes several highly prospective gold targets, including 
multiple targets on the Betty property which is along strike and adjacent to Newmont’s Coffee project.



TIER 1 MINING JURISDICTION: Located in Yukon, Canada, with supportive government and first nations with over 
$360M committed to improve infrastructure and roads. Yukon is ranked as a top 10 mining jurisdiction in the world by 
the Fraser Institute based on the Investment Attractiveness Index.
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White Gold Project
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The Ryan’s Surprise deposit is located 1.5 km west of the Golden Saddle and Arc deposits, and 
along the Ryan’s Trend, a 6.5 km long gold-arsenic geochemical anomaly which hosts additional 
prospective gold targets.

Inferred and Indicated Mineral Resources have increased by 18.5% and 4.3% respectively, 
compared to the previous 2023 MRE(1).

97.5% of the resources are near surface and within an open-pit. Indicated Resources of 1.201 
million ounces of gold averaging 2.12 grams per tonne gold (an increase of 6.7%) and open-pit 
Inferred Resources of 1.061 million ounces of gold averaging 1.38 grams per tonne gold (an 
increase of 24.4%).
Mineralization at the Golden Saddle, Arc, Ryan’s Surprise and VG deposits all remain open along 
strike and down dip to further expand the deposits and in addition to multiple underexplored 
targets in close proximity.

The project also hosts an additional estimated 10 – 12 million tonnes grading between 1 – 2 g/t 
Au of material classified as a Target for Further Exploration which has not been included in the 
current resource which may further increase the size of the resource and is currently being 
evaluated in this regard.
The Company is also currently evaluating additional opportunities to further increase the size of 
the resources by optimizing the block model and wireframes of the Golden Saddle and Arc 
deposits to add additional tonnage.

Airstrip, barge access and fully operational camp (100 person capacity)

Mineral Resource Estimate (dated October 28 2024) includes four gold deposits – Golden Saddle, 
Arc, Ryan’s Surprise and VG, within 12 km of each other, and comprises:

24.47 million tonnes Inferred at 1.42 grams for 1,116,600 ounces of gold, representing 48%
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
